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Sound spec:

We like to set up very close together and to have the drums not on a drum riser. If there is a drum riser on the stage that can’t be moved, we can usually set up in front of it. We like to have just vocals in the monitors. 

Back line:

Ben’s guitar amp set up:

‘70’s Fender Deluxe Reverb - 20watt amp - 1X12 speaker 

‘90s Fender Pro Junior – 15watt amp – 1X10 speaker 

LR Baggs - Acoustic DI box
If venue is providing back line: Something similar is preferred. If two guitar amps are not available one Fender or similar clean sounding valve amp is fine. X3 acoustic guitar stands 

Constance’s bass amp set up:
Late 60’s Selmer Treble ‘N’ Bass - 50watt amp head run through two 15inch speaker cabinets
If venue is providing back line: Selmer, Fender Bassman or Ampeg are preferred but any good quality bass amp can be used but no Trace Elliot combos please. X1 bass guitar stand

Maurice’s Drum kit:

Maurice uses a 1960’s Ludwig kit tuned as it would have been when it was new. This is very different from the standard ‘rock’ drum sound most people go for. Sizes are: Bass drum - 20x 14, Toms - 12x8 and 14x14, Snare - 14x5. Heads are Remo Ambassador or Emperor coated. It is vital that the snare drum has a coated head for playing with brushes. Cymbals: 21 inch heavy ride; 16 inch thin crash; 18 inch rock crash; 12 inch splash; 12 inch china; 10 inch hi-hats
If venue is providing drums: Something similar is preferred

Maurice’s Percussion: (These items Maurice always brings with him)

Cajon (Wooden box) - Kick mic can usually be used to mic this percussion. 

Udo drum (ceramic pot) - separate mic and stand needed
To be played just in front of drums
